Definitions

Throughout this questionnaire “children with disabilities” means preschool-aged children having mental retardation; hearing impairment, including deafness; speech or language impairment; visual impairment, including blindness; serious emotional disturbance (hereafter referred to as emotional disturbance); orthopedic impairment; autism; traumatic brain injury developmental delay; other health impairment; specific learning disability; deaf-blindness; or multiple disabilities and who, by reason thereof, receive special education and related services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) according to an Individualized Education Program (IEP).

The phrase “preschool special education services” means publicly funded services provided through an IEP or IFSP to children ages 3 to 5.  These are services funded under Section 619 of Part B of IDEA for which the state education agency has oversight responsibility.

Systematic Screening and Progress Monitoring
Response to Intervention (RtI) is a multi-step approach to providing early and more intensive intervention and monitoring within the general education setting. In principle, RtI begins with research-based instruction and behavioral support provided to students in the general education classroom, followed by screening of all students to identify those who may need systematic progress monitoring, intervention, or support.  Students who are not responding to the general education curriculum and instruction are provided with increasingly intense interventions through a “tiered” system, and they are frequently monitored to assess their progress and inform the choice of future interventions, including possibly special education for students determined to have a disability.  Although typically targeted to students in grades K-3, many states have or are considering implementing a similar system at the preschool level.  Below we refer to this method as RtI, although this method may be called something different in your state, such as Recognition and Response. Please respond to these questions if your program fits the general description above, even if it is not called RtI.
