CIRCUMSTANCES NECESSITATING COLLECTION OF INFORMATION

These regulations under section 1366 of the Internal Revenue Code provide rules for "'S
corporations" and their shareholders. If a corporation elects to be an S corporation, its
income generally is not subject to federal corporate income tax. Instead, pursuant to
section 1366 of the Code, a pro rata share of the S corporation's items of income, loss,
deduction, and credit must be reported on the tax return of each of the S corporation's
shareholders.

The regulations provide guidance on this pass through of items from an S corporation to
its shareholders. The regulations generally explain what items must be reported by the
corporation, and taken into account by the shareholders, as separately stated items of
income, loss, deduction, or credit and as nonseparately computed income or loss.

USE OF DATA

The information collection enables the Internal Revenue Service to determine whether
the amount of a shareholder’s income tax liability has been correctly computed.

ESTIMATED BURDEN OF INFORMATION COLLECTION

Section 1366 requires shareholders of an S corporation to take into account their pro rata
share of separately stated items of the S corporation and non-separately computed income
or loss. Section 1.1366-1 of the regulation provides that an S corporation must report,
and a shareholder is required to take into account in the shareholder's return, the
shareholder's pro rata share, whether or not distributed, of the S corporation's items of
income, loss, deduction, or credit. This reporting requirement is reflected in the burden
of Form 1040, U.S. Individual Income Tax Return, and Form 1120S, U.S. Income Tax
Return for an S Corporation.

Estimates of the annualized cost to respondents for the hour burdens associated with the
information collection are not available at this time.
