1, TABLE GRAPE STANDARD” (except for  
size).  The handler is required to deliver the grapes to the shipping point agency for inspection, or make arrangements for other  
inspection locations.

CONTAINER REQUIREMENTS:  All grape shipments must be in new unused boxes or RPC’s, and labeled in accordance with 
National Organic Program regulations.
