Under Section 1602 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Tax Act of 2009 (Section 1602), state housing credit agencies are eligible to receive Section 1602 Payments to States for Low-Income Housing Projects in Lieu of Low-Income 
Housing Credit Allocation for 2009.  The state housing credit agency uses the funds to make subawards.  The Section 1602 program temporarily fills the gap left by a diminished demand for low-income housing tax credits.  The payments result in 
the creation and retention of jobs and in an increase in the affordable housing supply.
