All this required information, as well as any other information required by the Committee, will be forwarded weekly to the Committee 
office.   Information provided is  subject  to  verification  by  the Committee,  the  U.S.  Department  of  Agriculture  (USDA),  and/or  the 
Colorado Department of Agriculture (CDA).  I agree to the following additional requirements:

1. Immediately upon receipt of this form, I will sign and return the original to the Committee, retaining the duplicate in my files.
2. As each shipment is made under this Waiver of Inspection, it will be reported on forms furnished by the Committee.  The 

original will be returned to the Committee, and the duplicate copy will be retained in my files.
3. I certify to the Committee, the USDA, and the CDA that any shipments made on this Waiver of Inspection Privilege will be  

made in accordance with the marketing order.
4. I understand that failure to meet any of these requirements will result in the immediate cancellation of this Waiver of Inspection  

Privilege.  I have received and read the marketing order regulations, and I made this application with full knowledge of the  
requirements.
