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A.  Justification

1.  Explain the circumstances that make the collection of information necessary.  Identify any legal or administrative requirements that necessitate the collection.

The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS), is responsible for preventing plant diseases or insect pests from entering the United States, preventing the spread of plant pests and noxious weeds not widely distributed in the United States, and eradicating those imported pests when eradication is feasible.  The Plant Protection Act (PPA) authorizes the Department to carry out this mission.

The regulations in “Subpart-Fruits and Vegetables” (7 CFR 319.56-1 through 319.56-59, referred to below as the regulations) prohibit or restrict the importation of fruits and vegetables into the United States from certain parts of the world to prevent the introduction and dissemination of plant pests that are new to or not widely distributed within the United States.

APHIS’ fruits and vegetables regulations allow the importation of French beans and runner beans from the Republic of Kenya into the United States.  As a condition of entry, both commodities must be produced in accordance with a systems approach that includes requirements for packing, washing, and processing.  Both commodities also are required to be accompanied by a phytosanitary certificate attesting that all phytosanitary requirements have been met and that the consignment was inspected and found free of quarantine pests.  These requirement allow the  importation of French beans and runner beans from the Republic of Kenya into the United States while continuing to protect against the introduction of quarantine pests.
APHIS is asking OMB to approve, for an additional 3 years, its use of this information collection activity which is associated with efforts to prevent the introduction of plant pests and plant diseases into the continental United States. 
2.  APHIS uses the following information activities to help provide protection against the introduction of quarantine pests. Indicate how, by whom, and for what purpose the information is to be used.  Except for a new collection, indicate the actual use the agency has made of the information received from the current collection.
Phytosanitary Certificate (Foreign):  Each consignment of French beans and runner beans must be accompanied by a phytosanitary certificate issued by Kenya’s National Plant Protection Organization (NPPO) attesting that the conditions of this section have been met and that the consignment has been inspected and found free of pests.
Registration of Packing Houses:  The beans must be packed in packing facilities that are approved and registered with Kenya’s NPPO.  
Marking of Boxes:  Each shipping box must be marked with the identity of the packing facility so that shipments can be traced back to the facility in the event of the discovery of a pest.
3.  Describe whether, and to what extent, the collection of information involves the use of automated, electronic, mechanical, or other forms of information technology, e.g., permitting electronic submission of responses, and the basis for the decision for adopting this means of collection.  Also describe any consideration of using information technology to reduce burden.

APHIS has no control or influence over when foreign countries will automate their forms. 
4.  Describe efforts to identify duplication.  Show specifically why any similar information already available cannot be used or modified for use for the purpose described in item 2 above. 

The information APHIS collects is exclusive to its mission of preventing plant diseases or dangerous insect pests from being unintentionally exported to other countries and is not available from any other source.

5.  If the collection of information impacts small businesses or other small entities, describe any methods used to minimize burden.

The information APHIS collects is the minimum needed to protect the United States from destructive plant pests while increasing the number and variety of fruits and vegetables that can be imported from other countries.  APHIS has determined 100 percent of the respondents are small entities.
6.  Describe the consequences to Federal program or policy activities if the collection is not conducted or is conducted less frequently, as well as any technical or legal obstacles to reducing burden.

If APHIS did not collect this information or if this information was collected less frequently, APHIS would not be able to effectively evaluate the spread of plant pests.  The introduction of plant pests into the United States could cause billions of dollars in losses to American agriculture.

7.  Explain any special circumstances that require the collection to be conducted in a manner inconsistent with the general information collection guidelines in 5 CFR 1320.5.

There are no special circumstances associated with this information collection.  This collection is conducted in a manner consistent with the guidelines established in 

5 CFR 1320.5.

On Tuesday, November 5, 2013, page 66329, APHIS published in the Federal Register, a 60-day notice seeking public comments on its plans to request a 3-year renewal of this collection of information.  No comments from the public were received.

This information collection activity involves no payments or gifts to respondents.

See APHIS Form 71 for burden hour estimates.  These estimates were developed using historical data, the calculated average number of certifications requested, and discussions with International Services.

The estimated annualized cost to respondents is $45. APHIS arrived at this figure by multiplying 3 burden hours of estimated response time multiplied by the estimated hourly rate ($15) which was derived from discussions with International Services and historical data.    (3 hours x $15 = $45)

Provide estimates of the total annual cost burden to respondents or recordkeepers resulting from the collection of information, (do not include the cost of any hour burden shown in items 12 and 14). There is zero annual cost burden associated with capital and start-up costs, maintenance costs, and purchase of services in connection with this program.

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The 2-hour burden increase is the result of an adjustment APHIS has made to the total burden hours.  In 2011, all burden hours were less than 1, so when added together they totaled 1.   However, all burden hours should have been rounded up to 1, and then the burden hours would have totaled 3.  Therefore, in this package, all burden hours have been rounded up, so now the burden hours total 3.

APHIS has no plans to tabulate or publish the information collected.
