
Attachment 4.  Visual Diagram or Story Board of the Case Symptom Time Course and Household Member

 Use magnetic, dry erase whiteboard.  Affix a drawing of a symptom, event, exposure, protective step, etc. to a 
magnet and place in appropriate location on grid. 

 First complete the case section, then confirm with the informant.  Next complete the household contact section 
for each household member, keeping information on Case in place.
