The labeling regulations appear in 33 CFR 181 and 183 and 46 CFR 25.10-3.
46 U.S.C. 4307(a)(1)(A)(i) prohibits the manufacture or sale of a recreational
boat, unless it complies with Federal regulations.

When should information
be submitted to the Coast
Guard?

The labels should be displayed on new recreational boats, permanently
installed gasoline fuel tanks, USCG Type fuel hoses and navigation lights
before the boat is sold or offered for sale.

How is the information
submitted?

By means of labels affixed to recreational boats, f permanently installed
gasoline fuel tanks, USCG Type fuel hoses and navigation lights. Download
the regulations here:

The labels enable identification of individual boats, their date of construction,
and the standards with which they and their installed equipment comply
