However we are taking extensive precautions to protect the confidentiality of your 
data.

If you don't want to participate in this survey, that is okay.  If you don't want to answer a certain 
question, that is okay too. You may also choose to drop out of the survey at any time, for any 
reason. If you want to take a break at any time, you can stop and return where you left off when 
you are ready.
