Completed nomination forms must be received by the Committee no later than May ___, 20___ in order 
to be valid.  They may be mailed or faxed to the Committee at the address above, or delivered to the 
Committee at USDA Service Center, 82-901 Bliss Avenue, Indio, CA.

According to the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995, an agency may not conduct or sponsor and a person is not required to respond to a collection 
of information unless it displays a valid OMB control number.
