CDC/NCIPC is requesting a change request to revise questions to better align with the priorities 
of the current administration. 

Project Description

collect Success Stories, as needed, from grantees, to showcase the invaluable work they are 
doing in injury and violence prevention.

“intended populations.” 
 We would like to delete a question that asks about “structural barriers to health equity.”
