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The Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) requires entities requesting NRC codes to submit a non-disclosure agreement (NDA) for NRC review and approval before code distribution is granted. The NDA form contains the terms of the agreement and user account information for NRC review.

The NRC is requesting a nonsubstantive change to collect the NDA information in a new electronic format. The current information collection occurs on a PDF form that is signed submitted to the NRC as a hard copy. The new process will require the completion of a web form, which will help streamline the code distribution process by eliminating the need for the paper NDA. There is no change in estimated burden to respondents.

The update would apply only to the MELCOR Accident Consequence Code System (MACCS) computer code, not all NRC codes. All other codes would continue to use the currently approved NDA form. Users requesting access to the MACCS code create a user account on the MACCS download site by answering the same questions as the original NDA form, with one expanded question regarding business size. The new process will allow users to agree to the NDA terms as part of a click-through process to download the codes. In addition, the NDA terms will be revised to include a new legal notice to Federal employees addressing whistleblower protections. The revised NDA terms do not collect any new information.
