The marking informs the ultimate purchaser in the United States of the country in which the contents was manufactured or produced.  The marking requirements for containers or holders of imported merchandise are provided for by 19 CFR 134.22(b).

	The respondents to this information collection are members of the trade community who are familiar with CBP requirements and regulations.

	CBP requires this information so that the ultimate purchaser will identify the name of the country of origin of an article imported into the United States.  However, there is no information actually collected by CBP.

The estimated cost to the respondents is $1,499.  This is based on the estimated burden hours (41) multiplied by the average loaded hourly wage rate for importers ($36.57).  CBP calculated this loaded wage rate by first multiplying the Bureau of Labor Statistics’ (BLS) 2024 median hourly wage rate for Cargo and Freight Agents ($23.99), which CBP assumes best represents the wage for importers, by the ratio of BLS’ Q4 2024 total compensation to wages and salaries for Office and Administrative Support occupations (1.4886), the assumed occupational group for importers, to account for non-salary employee benefits.[footnoteRef:2]  CBP uses an annual growth rate of 2.42% based on the prior year's change in the implicit price deflator, published by the Bureau of Economic Analysis.[footnoteRef:3] [2:  Source of median wage rate: U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics.
