To work continuously to ensure that our programs are effective and meet our customers’ needs, DOE seeks to obtain OMB approval of a generic clearance to collect qualitative feedback on our service delivery.  By qualitative feedback, we mean information that provides useful insights on perceptions and opinions but are not statistical surveys which yield quantitative results that can be generalized to the population of study.
This collection of information is necessary to enable DOE to garner customer and stakeholder feedback in an efficient, timely manner, in accordance with our commitment to improving service delivery.  The information collected from our customers and stakeholders helps ensure that users have an effective, efficient, and satisfying experience with the Department’s programs. Under the 2023- 2026 approval, DOE obtained approval for 85 fast track collections under this generic clearance, with a total burden of 30,846 respondents and 3,720 hours.
