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The Commission’s Office of International Affairs (OIA) is requesting Office of Management and Budget (OMB) approval for de minimis, non-substantive changes to the information collection in OMB Control No. 3060-1156. Accordingly, we have revised the Filing Manual for Section 43.82 Circuit Capacity Reports (Filing Manual) to conform with the elimination of the cable operator report adopted in the 2025 Submarine Cable Report and Order.  This revision to the Filing Manual should be considered as a non-substantive change, as it is consistent with OMB’s approval of the change to the information collection and does not increase burdens on filing entities.  We include the revised Filing Manual.
