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VI. Proposed Less Burdensome Alternatives

A. Pre-Populated Applications
FSA should pre-populate ERP applications with known acreage, crop, program participation, and insurance data. Producers should only need to confirm or update — not reconstruct.

B. Presumptive Eligibility
For producers with documented crop insurance losses above a threshold, FSA should establish presumptive ERP eligibility based on existing RMA records, subject to post-payment audit rather than pre-payment documentation burden.

C. Simplified Phase 2
Phase 2 should build on Phase 1 data rather than requiring fresh documentation. Data already submitted in Phase 1 should carry forward automatically.

D. County Office Standardization
FSA should standardize documentation requirements across counties, eliminating the county-by-county variation that forces producers to guess what their specific county office will accept.

E. Digital-First with Rural Accessibility
Provide mobile-friendly online applications with offline capability for rural areas with limited broadband. The E-Government Act and Clinger-Cohen Act support this approach.

► REQUESTED RELIEF: OIRA should require (1) pre-population from USDA records, (2) presumptive eligibility for insured losses, (3) Phase 1-to-Phase 2 data carry-forward, (4) county standardization, and (5) rural-accessible digital submission.
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
